Board meeting 06/01/11 Minutes
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Rettler at 6:33pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public participation was held.

Diane Van Asten gave all members of the board a copy of the settlement between the Van Astens and the Starlite/Office in regards to the noise lawsuit. Diane did advise the Judge was not happy the board changed the ordinance last month.

Becky VandeHey advised she cleans the Town Hall and would like to have some heavy duty floor cleaner and a sealer for the floor. 

Leroy Van Asten questioned why the Hickory Drive bridge was closed. The board advised that it was not closed, the DOT placed weight limits on the bridge.

Kellie Thon questioned other members of the board if anyone had done anything with the resident complaint about digging out the ditch. The board advised no action has been taken as of yet, but action was needed.

Leroy Van Asten advised he would keep up the flowers at the Town Hall again this year.

Leroy also stated that he is on the Green Way Committee. He advised the county is widening JJ from about The Players Choice all the way to Fox Valley Lutheran. He and other members of the committee would like this extended to Holland road due to safety issue with the trail that ends/begins there. Brad advised if we were contacted by the county we would let him in on those discussions but the Town does not have a lot of money to spend.

Kellie made a motion to approve last months minutes with one correction.

Joan seconded the motion, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Jodi gave treasurers report

Cory gave budget to board. Kellie made motion to approve current budget, Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Kellie made a resolution to move $20,000 from the Contingency Radio Fund to the Fire/EMS expenses. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Kellie made a motion to pay the Fire/EMS deficit as well as the quarterly payment. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Brad reviewed all bills. Kellie made motion to approve all bills, Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Chief Ron advised the department was still looking into new boots. They have tried on some but thought the price was high. Will keep looking. May buy a few for the ones that need to be replaced and look at purchasing more later. More to come on that.

Cory provided info to the board on the insurance renewal choices. Kellie made a motion to move our insurance to Rural Insurance for $3004 for property and liability and $944 for work comp. Joan seconded the motion, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Brad advised there was email and telephone conversations from a concerned parent on Christine Ct. She would like a “Slow – children at play” sign placed on the road. The board advised they would not act on that request as there is a cost to that and that more residents would then expect it on their street. 

Brad advised that he called two building inspectors but no calls were returned. He will continue to research building inspectors.

Discussion was held on the town’s telephone service. Costs us about $600 a year and the phone is not used. Joan made a motion to disconnect the phone, Brad seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Joan gave the community center report. Water has been turned on in pavilion. Bark was placed on playground. Grass is continually being cut. Joan thanked Ron Young for the use of his tractor for moving the 48 yards of bark.

Joan made a motion to adjourn at 7:50pm. Kellie seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
