08/03/11 Town Board Minutes
Brad called meeting to order at 6:30pm, Jodi was absent and excused. Pledge of Allegiance was held.
A resident was concerned with the brush getting high on Holland Road. Brad to discuss with County.
Kellie made a motion to approve the minutes from July 7th. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Discussion was held with the YTD budget. No action was taken.
Kellie made a motion to approve current bills, Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Discussion was held on Hickory Estates. Keith advised that the roads, ditches, etc are all int. He requested a letter to release $56,000 of the bond. Brad advised he has inspected and everything looks great. Brad made a motion to release a bank letter in the amount of $56,000, with a balance of $20,000 remaining. Kellie seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Fire Chief gave us an update on the annexation of the county landfill. Little Chute wants us to provide fire protection. The property is no longer in town and discussion needs to be held with County and Little Chute in regards to this. Brad to set up meeting with all parties. 
Chief also gave an update on boots. They do have some here they are trying. Discussion was also held on the fire budget as well as the radios.
Board reviewed additional operators licenses for Stoneyard.
Priscilla Person, Ashly Bell, Thomas Beach – Kellie made a motion to approve, Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Stoneyard advised they have booked a band on the patio for August 11 from 6-9pm, want to get a permit issued. Kellie made a motion, seconded by Joan to approve permit. 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried
The Office/Starlite would like to hold a kickball tournament at the ball diamond and rent the shelter. Discussion was held as they would like to sell beer on town premise. Discussion was held that a liquor license would need to be taken out as their current license does not extend across the street. Joan began a motion but removed it as discussion continued. Kellie made a motion to approve a Special Class B Beer License for August 27 and expiring in 6 months. The fee for this is $150. Joan Seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays motion carried. The will also need to rent the shelter through the rental contact Michelle Rettler.
Discussion was held on the Cty JJ paving. Brad received an email advising the county will be paying for the additional footage. Kellie made a motion to approve county paying, seconded by Joan, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Discussion was held on towns that need work. All supervisors have driven the roads and advised what roads they would like to see done. Kellie began a motion but removed it as discussion continued.  Joan made a motion to repair Maloney Rd for $9600 and fill the pot holes as necessary up to $9000. Kellie seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Discussion was held on the Towns lack of Cancellation Policy for Shelter and Town Hall rentals. We have had issues where renters are cancelling the week of the rental and therefore we do not have time to re-rent it out. Kellie made a motion that the deposit for the shelter and hall be non-refundable if cancelled. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Discussion was held on dirt issue on Evergreen. Joan requested a discussion with Jeff and Diane with no response. Tom Van Asten advised that the reason it was done is that the water does not drain from the ditches in front of their houses.  Joan will continue to try to contact.
Discussion was held on the drainage issue in the Out of Town subdivision. Brad advised there are two large culverts that drain out to Jeff Van Asten’s property. Jeff installed one 16” culvert and therefore the water doesn’t drain fast enough and backs up into the subdivision. Brad met with county and they advise they did not approve the culvert and it should be removed. Our attorney to draft a letter to advise Jeff he has 60 days to remove it or the county will do it.
Discussion was held on the town engineer and duties and costs they will perform. Board advised it needs to change and will be discussed with them.
Discussion was held on the town inspector. He is not on the list of members that belong to the association. Brad called a few different inspectors to see what fees are charged, etc. We currently received no money from building permits and all other inspectors get a portion with the town also getting a portion. There have been issues with the inspector not going back out to inspect after work has been done. Brad found that our inspector has been terminated from other municipalities recently. Brad made a motion to terminate Tom Smith Inspections as our town inspector and interview three candidates. Kellie seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.  Note – all buildings in progress must be completed.
Correspondence -  Joan received an email from John Milhaupt. Someone drove into the ditch and left ruts. Town is responsible for fixing. Discussion was held that it would be less expensive if a town resident would do it opposed to the county.
