12/07/11 Town Board Minutes
Brad called meeting to order at 6:30pm. Pledge of Allegiance was held.
Jeff VanAsten voiced his concerns over the Out of Town Subdivision. He wanted to point out that the development was not constructed according to plan. The easements and ditches are not installed. Jeff advised that it needs to be fixed so that it is according to the plan that was approved and is against any alternate the plans the county may have.
Kellie made a motion to approve the minutes from October 3rd. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Kellie made a motion to approve the minutes from November 2nd meeting. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Kellie made a motion to approve the minutes for the Town Electors meeting with changes. Joan seconded, 2 ayes, 0 nays, Chairman Rettler abstained, motion carried.
Joan made a motion to approve the minutes for the Special Board meeting on November 14th . Kellie seconded, 2 ayes, 0 nays, Chairman Rettler abstained, motion carried.
Treasures report was given.
Kellie made a motion to approve bills with anticipation that we will be getting a large bill from the county for signage and pavement. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Kellie made a motion to move $4500 from Contingency Fund to Public works within the 2010 budget. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Fire Chief – advised FoxCom Committee will not hit the 2013 deadline for radios due to several issues. They will be asking the FCC for a waiver. If it is not granted the county may be fined and it is unknown how that will affect the town.
EMR – 6 runs last month
Dave from McMahon advised the issues they are having with the county. Subdivision was put in place in 2002. The county is to review each lot as it built on to make sure it corresponds with the drainage plan.  When the subdivision was built, Janet (county employee at the time), approved the construction. At that time the bypass ditch was not in place. Nine years later the county is now advising that the subdivision needs to be corrected and match the plan that was approved. The county is advising the easements on lots 1,2 & 3 need to be corrected and the ditch around lot 5 needs to bypass the pond, currently drains into it.
This was all approved by a prior board and current board is willing to listen. It was suggested the current board meet with the county and McMahon at the site and review. Jeff VanAsten advised the NE corner is very wet and believes if the bypass is put in, should dry it out. Mr. Hagens advised that he was very shocked by the letter from the county as this all occurred in 2002 and was all approved. 
Paul Hermes, building inspector came before the board. He is a candidate for the position for the building inspector for our town. He advised he uses an 80%/20% split. For his fees he charges, he keeps 80% and turns over 20% to town. Currently, the town does not receive any money for permits issued.  Paul has been doing this since 1993 and currently is the inspector for Black Creek, Freedom, Sherwood and Oneida. Prior to the board meeting, Joan checked with the other towns and they are very happy with his service. He advises he will do a monthly report as well. Currently we are not receiving this report. 
Kellie made a motion to approve Paul Hermes as Building Inspector. Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Fee Schedule for building inspector will move to January meeting.
Jon Propson came before the board for an Eagle Scout project he would like to do. He would like to refresh the Town sign at the corner of 55 and JJ. He provided the details of the plan, sketch and how he planned to raise funds. Current has donations lined up.
Brad made the motion to approve Jon to move forward with the new sign. Kellie seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Jeff Tessen arrived late to the meeting and questioned the board on the meeting with the county in regards to Driessien Acres and their ditches. Brad advised they met with the county. The county wanted to fine residents for not pulling permits to fill ditches per county ordinance. Brad was able to talk them out of this and advise this still needs to be repaired per prior meeting with residents. Brad advised that prior chairman and state representative Jim Stieneke call Brad and the count y and wanted to meet and be the middle man. According to residents, he personally inspected these ditches a year or two back and approved them. Residents are wanting a guarantee that when they fix them, it will be the end. Brad advised the only way for that to happen would be to remove all the fill and place the ditch in the original condition, no swale, an actual ditch.
Kellie made a motion to adjourn at 8:14pm, Joan seconded, 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
