Board meeting minutes 05/09/11
Brad called meeting to order at 6:36.
Public participation

Diane also questioned the fire commission money and was advised by Kellie that the number is correct as there was an audit done in 2010. (AMENDED. Kellie advised the minutes need to be amended to the fact that Carrie Schnieder, District Attorney for Outagamie County was contacted to perform and audit on the Fire Department. When the audit was completed, in 2008, everything checked out and no wrongdoing was found.) Diane also advised she moved into town in 1978 and has kept every annual report since then and wanted to clear her name from the recent break-in at town hall.
Chief Ron Diedrick advised that former firefighter Gary VanVondren passed away and his wife is moving out of the Town and would like the Town to keep his helmet and place it on display for all to see. Discussion was held as to how to do this. Ron will look into it and advise the board of possible thoughts and costs.
Chief Diedrick advised they are still waiting on a quote for new helmets and boots. Pushed to next month.
Chief Diedrick advised that the tender truck needs to be repaired. He presented figures for repairs at different places.  Kellie made a motion to approve repairs for TJ’s and Brian Vanschyndel. Joan seconded the motion. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motioned carried.
Mike Hagen arrived late and was allowed to speak. He developed Out O Town subdivision. There was flooding last year by the heavy rains and he was accused by Jeff Van Asten of erosion issues on Van Astens property. He was forced by the prior chairman and or county, to pay for and to place a culvert with breathing tube on Van Astens property. He stated that Van Asten is the problem and he does not feel this is his issue and wants the board to come out and look at what is going on. The board advised they would go out and take a look at the issue.
Per the fire department an amendment was made to the Knox Box ordinance. Kellie made a motion to approve the amendment. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Kellie made the motion to approve minutes from the 04/06/11 meeting. Brad seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion passed.
Kellie read the minutes from the 04/17/11 meeting.  Joan made motion to approve minutes. Brad seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion passed.
Brad read checks. Kellie made motion to approve checks. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion passed.
Discussion was held on Utility Permit contact person. Fee is $150. Joan made a motion that the person in charge of this would be compensated $25 per permit. Brad seconded. 2 ayes, 1 nay. Motion passed.
Kellie motioned that Joan take over Utility Permits. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Discussion was held on the culvert permit. Kellie motioned that Brad be in charge of culvert permits. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Kellie motioned that Brad be in charge of addresses. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Kellie made a motion that we charge $100 per address sign. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motioned carried.
Kellie made a motion to amend the noise ordinance to 85 decibels until midnight instead of 10pm as previously passed. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion passed.
Discussion was held on the Municipal letter (treasurer title search fee). We have been charging $10 all other charge $25-$50. Kellie made a motion that we charge $25 for the municipal letter, with $10 going to the treasurer for doing the work. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Discussion was held on the clerk and treasurer having office hours at town hall. The board advised they liked the other idea but would leave that up to the treasurer and clerk if they wanted to do that as they do not want it to be mandatory. 
Rob Krohlow presented to the board the upcoming insurance renewal. The clerk advised he is shopping it this year and that he will have his numbers back prior to the next board meeting and would make a recommendation at the next meeting. 
Joan advised she cleaned the interior of the town hall as well as mowed the lawn. Joan and John will be doing sandbox reconstruction this summer. 
Discussion was held on our current building inspector. Agreed to discuss more at next month’s meeting.
Kellie made a motion to adjourn. Joan seconded. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
